Vanderbilt 0, Georgia Tech 20, which gives Centre the advantage
of 13 points over Georgia Tech. Centre 57, St. Xavier 0; Centre
69, Transylvania 0; Centre 49, U. of Virginia 7; Centre 14, U. of
West Virginia 6; U. of West Virginia 25, Princeton 0; Princeton
10, Harvard 10; U. of West Virginia 27, Maryland 0; Maryland 0,
Yale 31.
